Students may be asked to read from the script, as well as dance and move.  Stage crew does not need to audition.
· Students will be needed to help with crew and sets.  Parents will also be needed to help with choreography, asst. directing, costumes, ticket sales, programs, dinner night, back-stage help, make-up, lights…  It takes an army!
· Performances are slated for April 29th – May 1st.  Show and tech weeks require mandatory attendance. 
· To offset the production costs of rights, scripts, music, audio, lights, sets, A/C fee, building service fees and some costuming, each student will need to pay a $100 registration fee.  Each student will receive a script, music CDs, t-shirt and 4 show tickets.  While some costuming will be provided, students will also need to provide some basic costume pieces, like leotards, t-shirts, shoes.  Checks payable to EMMS PTA due by January 30, 2016.  Financial scholarships are available.
